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Immigrant Google Sites Project Information Sheet 
· You will work as an Individual for this project. You will be responsible for completing a Google Site with all the required information and present the project to your classmates. 
Immigrant google site:  4 tabs total at the top of your cover page of your site:  a family/homeland page, journey page, Ellis Island page, and America page.  You must have a well-written paragraph on EACH TAB page. 
Opening page of site- Cover:  Title, your Family name, image/ picture  relating to project 
Tab 1.  Family/Homeland Page:  Pretend picture of you, your family, and map of your country, written paragraph describing the above and why your family is going to for America

Other artifact ideas for the page:  Pictures of keepsakes from your home (locket, pressed flower, quilt)
 (Minimum number of pictures = 2)  
Tab 2.  Journey Page:  Pretend picture of your family’s steamship, immigrants, passport or ship’s manifest. Written paragraph description of your journey—how long did it take, where did your family stay on this ship, how did your family survive the long journey, what was the weather like, describe the food you ate, the other passengers, etc. (Minimum number of pictures = 2)    

Tab 3.  Ellis Island Page:  Picture of the Statue of Liberty, Ellis Island, inspections, immigrants waiting, etc.  Written paragraph description of your family’s experience at Ellis Island—what did you think when you pulled into the harbor, problems you or your family had with inspections, questions you were asked, etc.  YOU CAN NOT BE SENT BACK!!!  (Minimum number of pictures = 2)    
Tab 4. America Page:  Picture of your family’s apartment or tenement, factory picture, your family now, people in America, an American flag, factory, etc.  On this page, you will write a paragraph letter to someone in your old country telling them of your impression of America, your new life, job, house, how your family is liking America, etc. (Minimum number of pictures = 2)  
***Immigrant Dress Up:  You will present your google site to the class dressed as an immigrant.  Boys should wear long pants (not jeans), collared shirt typically in dull colors with no writing, shoes (not tennis shoes), hat, and carry a bag, suitcase, or pillowcase (rucksack) to look like an immigrant coming to America. 
Girls typically wore a dress or skirt and blouse (no bright colors or words on shirts), a shawl, scarf, or kerchief.  Hair was typically tied up.  Bring a suitcase, pillowcase (rucksack) to look like an immigrant coming to America. 
*Students will have social studies time and writing time to work on this in class. Since it is a google site, your child will also be able to work on it AT HOME on any computer by logging in with their Greenville schools google account. 
Due Date of Project is 10/28- All work on the site must be completed by then for presentations to be given on 10/31
Presentations will be on 10/31- ALL students are expected to DRESS-UP as an immigrant for their presentation
